Levitation, Bi-location, & Teleportation, 

Personal Experiences

Levitation, bi-location, and teleportation sometimes occur at the same time and place, and possibly by a similar mechanism, so they are included together in this focus group.  In simple terms, bi-location occurs when a person is in two places at the same time, while teleportation describes a person appearing at another place instantaneously, and levitation means defying the laws of gravity and rising above the floor or ground without support.

Levitation

One of my earliest recollections of levitation occurred one night when my brother, sister and I were sitting around a potbelly stove in an ancient farm house, discussing various aspects of metaphysics.  We were so engrossed in the discussion that I became totally unaware of the rest of the world.  Suddenly, I found myself floating about 4 inches above the couch I had been sitting on.  Once I became aware of levitating, I slowly floated back to the couch.  Apparently, no one else noticed.  It all occurred very rapidly.

In the above example, I levitated without conscious effort; however, one can use directed levitation as a powerful and useful tool.  Once, when I was working in a hospital in the X-ray department, I remember that a 200-pound immobile patient arrived on a gurney, accompanied by two petite nurses.  It would have been very difficult to move the patient with just the three of us; therefore, I suggested that we coordinate our breathing and on the third breath, image moving him onto the x-ray table.  On the third breath, the patient floated over to the table with each of us lifting less than five pounds of weight.  The nurses were so surprised they made a very hasty retreat to other parts of the hospital!

Levitating with your fingertips

My mother shared another fascinating aspect of levitation with me.  Back in the 1920s, it was common practice for the teenagers to gather at someone’s home and play parlor games.  One of the most popular games was levitating people.  One person, the volunteer, would lie on a table, while five other people, the lifters, would gather around the volunteer.  Each lifter clasped his hands together with the index fingers fully extended and pressed together.  Two people put their index fingers under the volunteer’s knees; two more did the same on either side of the waist, and the final lifter held two fingers together under the volunteer’s head.  All the people, including the volunteer, would breathe together in unison three times: two deep breaths in and out, and a third breath in and held.  While holding the breath, and using just their fingers, they would image the person floating using just their fingers under the person.  My mother said that sometimes the person could not only be lifted a couple of feet, but would actually float off the fingers.

Bi-location

Marie, a good friend of mine, was part of our metaphysical discussion group.  One afternoon, I went to the telephone at my house with the intent of calling her.  I dialed her number, and when the phone rang at Marie’s house, she looked toward her telephone and saw me standing there.  She said I appeared as a solid form.  My image faded as Marie approached the phone.  When she picked up the receiver, she was not surprised that I was on the other end, and told me of my appearance near the telephone at her house.  

Before making the call, I only had the intent to call Marie and, of course, was thinking about her, but I was not trying to project my image.  It was a surprise to both of us.  We had not previously been talking about bi-location, and I am not aware of any condition that would cause it to happen at that time.  

Bi-location is a rare phenomenon.  One of the prevailing theories suggests that it is a projection of a double.  The double does not usually appear animated and can emerge as a solid or ghostly form.

Teleportation and levitation

Although the other stories here represent my personal experiences, I include this last one because it is so fascinating and was experienced by a friend of mine.

Martha Moore Stevens, a wonderful teacher and speaker known to many of you from ORI and ASD, told us of an experience of combined teleportation and levitation.  While possibly in a lower brain-wave state, Martha was washing dishes and looking out the kitchen window, watching a squirrel in her yard searching for acorns for winter storage.  The squirrel looked around until it found a suitable acorn, then choose a spot near a tree to hide the acorn by burying it in the ground.  He could come back later in the winter to retrieve the acorn for a winter snack.  Unbeknownst to the squirrel, a jay was watching his every move.  No sooner than the squirrel would bury the acorn and go looking for another one to store, the jay would swoop down from the tree, dig up the hidden acorn, and bury it in another spot of its choosing.  This continued for quite a while with the squirrel finding and burying the acorns, and the jay digging them up and hiding them in another spot.  Martha was captivated and amused by this scenario.  She was so focused on the squirrel and the jay’s antics, that, all of a sudden, she found herself floating near the ceiling in another room in her house.  While levitating, she realized that she wasn’t washing dishes or watching the amusing antics of wild animals any longer.  She gently floated to the floor in the adjacent room.
